Referring to your letter number 21608 of 14 December 2010, we are informing you about the following:

The High Judicial Council (HJC) has been established by the Constitution as an independent and autonomous body, which ensures and guarantees independence and autonomy of courts and judges. The aforementioned also determines its nature: the HJC is a “judicial body”.

According to the Constitution, you are authorised to control the work of “state administration bodies, bodies authorised for legal protection of property rights and interests of the Republic of Serbia and other bodies and organisations, enterprises and institutions vested with public authority“. 

Since the HJC is not a state administration body, it refuses your request to control its work as contrary to the Constitution and the law, as well as the order referred to the HJC as state administration body.
