Cases of domestic violence against women with the most severe consequences reported by the media in the period 2009 – end of March 2011

These cases of domestic violence have been selected from the media reports published in 2009, 2010 and until the end of May 2011 (by the termination of this report), as the worst cases of violence reported by the media. Most of these cases ended up with the murder of women and/or children, which in some cases was accompanied by the killer’s suicide or attempted suicide. The cases where the killers were the victims’ acquaintances, neighbours or distant relatives are presented in a separate section from the one in which the abusers are the victims’ partners, current or former spouses. All of them strike with brutality, tragic inevitability of death, the fact that virtually all of the victims knew their killers and even knew them well. It is also striking that domestic violence in these cases lasted continuously for decades and that the institutions failed to respond.
The occurrence of these cases provides a strong argument for asking the following questions: did it have to end up like this, is it true that the victims could not be saved in any way, why were the institutions so inactive or inefficient, why do the women have to live in such a hell and end up in such a way, how many women in this moment live a life of constant torture that is inevitably leading to the fatal outcome?
We would like to mention that these are not all the cases of violence against women, but only a number of selected ones that drew public attention. The findings of the recent studies conducted in Serbia indicate that every woman has been at least once the victim of violence, while every third woman is the victims of some form of domestic violence.
 The Victimology Society of Serbia warns that in recent years, due to the adverse financial situation, the trend of closing the NGO services for the victims of domestic violence has been noticed. This becomes especially disconcerting when we take into account the findings of the recent research of the Victimology Society of Serbia conducted on a sample of 25 non-governmental organisations, which shows that in 2009 only 5464 victims received assistance from these organisations.

Selected cases from 2009

A man raped his ex-wife and cut her hair with a knife

	


The police arrested Mr. Spasić after Ms Stanković reported that she had been raped by her ex-husband last Saturday in her rented apartment in Niš. She stated in her report that Spasić had come that evening to her apartment about 9 p.m. to convince her to withdraw all charges against him and to remarry him, and that during that evening he forced her to sexual intercourse. Only when she agreed to marry him again, and he went out of the flat in the morning to buy breakfast, the woman managed to escape through the neighbouring yards and ran to the dispensary in Bubanj where she called a taxi and went straight to the police. Sandra says that the police escorted her to the Institute of Forensic Medicine where she was examined and the findings will be submitted to the investigating authorities. She also stated in her criminal complaint that after raping her, her ex-husband cut a few strands of her hair with a kitchen knife. "He grabbed me by the hair and dragged me in the bathroom, then he began to cut my hair with a knife and throw it in the toilet-bowl," she said. On 6 January, Spasić was brought before the investigating judge who ordered his detention and issued a decision on initiating an investigation procedure. Stanković says for "Blic" that starting from 2006 she has filed several criminal charges against her former husband, but no procedure has been terminated before the court and that she has decided to speak out publicly because she does not see a way out of this situation. “We divorced in 2004 and I have been continuously putting up with his abuse ever since. I have changed addresses and cities, but he always finds me. He threatens me, insults me, pulls my hair, smashes the front door... I have tried to get protection from the institutions and exercise my right to live freely, but without success. He was not even paying attention to a judicial restraining order, and some judges are simply benevolent towards his actions. Some time ago, the Social Welfare Centre threatened to take my children, eight-year-old daughter and seven-year-old son, and give them to foster care because of the whole situation which is not good for them. And all this time I have been trying to get my basic human rights from the state - Stanković said, adding that she was frightened for her life because when she reported Spasić to the police, he was sending her text messages saying "that she would regret it." She says that so far she has filed more criminal charges for domestic violence and that no procedure has been completed, and that she was twice forced to seek refuge in the Shelter for Women and Children Victims of Violence.
Murdered on her doorstep

Kragujevac - Dragan Radovanović (46), also known as Grover, from Guberevci near Knić, killed yesterday morning Mirjana Pantović (44), the owner of the cafe Lukas in the centre of Gruža. Radovanović, who is the father of Mirjana's ten-year old daughter, after a short discussion, took out a gun and fired several fatal shots to the unfortunate woman. He is married and has a wife and three children in Guberevci. The whole village knew that he had a child with the killed woman Mirjana Pantović. “He cared for the child, he used to come and visit them. People were saying that his business went bad and that he allegedly fell into a financial crisis” - the neighbours say.

A man beat his nine-month pregnant wife before the children two and four years old
 

Branislav T. (29), on leave from the prison in Sremska Mitrovica, where he is serving a sentence for robbery, came home drunk on Saturday and first fisted his common-law wife S. T. (25) and then beat and kicked her all over her body until she managed to escape to the neighbour's house and call the police.
An 80-year old man, Đorđe M. from Bačka Palanka, was sentenced to eight months in prison and mandatory treatment at a specialised medical institution
 

He threatened his wife to slit her throat; he often walked around with a knife in his hand and stuck it in the table. His wife was repeatedly forced to flee home due to the harassment and assaults that have recently escalated to death threats. Once she locked herself into the living room to avoid his attacks, but he broke the door with an ax and assaulted her. Her son protected her from the mad father, who was about to kill her.

In the village Srezovac near Aleksinac, a sixteen-year-old girl Suzana Savić was killed

The killer is Ivica Panić (30) and the motive is an unfulfilled love because the girl did not want to have a relationship with him. The killer fired two shots at her from an automatic rifle. He also fired at the girl's mother who tried to protect her daughter, but missed. 

A man killed his wife and himself with a rifle

Jagodina - Radosav Milojević (55) from Sekurič near Rekovac early yesterday morning killed his wife Mirjana (53) in the bedroom of their home in the settlement Ognjenska mala, with one shot from his hunting rifle. He then called the police and said: "I killed my wife." Before the arrival of a patrol, he also killed himself with a bullet from his hunting rifle. Before this event, she ran away from home at least 40 times. She used to find a shelter at her family’s home​​, but Radosav was constantly bringing her back.
A man slaughtered his wife and then himself

Smederevo - Milorad Jeremić (70) from Smederevo slaughtered his wife Verica (53) on Wednesday morning , and then, killed himself in the same way. As many as three bloody knives were found at the site of family massacre. A possible motive for the tragedy could be marital problems; Verica repeatedly reported her husband for violence. According to the investigating judge, Verica reported Milorad to the Social Welfare centre and the police. It is even supposed that she intended to go to the police that fatal morning. She said she could no longer live with him and suffer the torture, and that she would report him to the police. They often argued and fought.

A man killed his ex-wife, set the house on fire and then hung himself
 

The tragedy caused by jealousy happened in the village Novo Lanište near Jagodina. Milorad Milosavljević (57) from Novo Lanište killed his ex-wife Zorica Vasić (48) while she was sleeping, striking her head repeatedly with a blunt object, then set her house on fire, returned to his home 200 meters away from the crime scene and hanged himself.

Milosavljević, a worker of the Jagodina Zoo, around four o'clock on Thursday, when Zorica's new husband Milosav Vasić (50) went to work, smashed the door of their house with an ax, broke in and killed his ex-wife, and then set the fire. The locals say that Zorica divorced Milorad after thirty years of marriage, and that six months ago she married Milosav Vasić, who was a friend of Milorad. Quarrels were often between the former spouses, as well as between Milorad and Milosav, and the police intervened.
A man killed his daughter while she was running away to seek shelter at the neighbours’ house

Details of the tragedy that happened in Pirot. Even a few days after the family tragedy in the Pirot settlement Radin Do, in which Siniša Simić shot to death his twenty year old daughter Nataša with a gun, wounded his wife Dijana, and then shot himself in the head, the motives of this terrible act remain unknown. The tragedy happened in the yard of Dijana's parents' house on Friday around 5 p.m. According to the police in Pirot, Siniša first shot his wife, than his daughter, and in the end killed himself. The village inhabitants say that Siniša and Dijana have not been on good terms. “She repeatedly ran away from him, he was constantly abusing her. Siniša burst in with a gun and started yelling: "Get out of the house, get out of the house". As they walked out, he shot at them, while the daughter was trying to run away to the neighbours. The bullet reached her in the yard.”
A man injured his ex-wife with an ax
 

Požarevac – The police has arrested Dejan P. (35) from the village Dubravica on suspicion of attempting to kill his ex-wife Milica P. (31) who left him a year ago and returned with three children to her parents’ home in Požarevac. He has lived alone in the family house in Dubravica since his father passed away and also his grandmother died last winter. His mother lives and works abroad. After his wife left, Dejan asked her to come back, but she refused, knowing that he was aggressive, especially when drunk. The day before yesterday, around 6 o'clock, he came to Milica, who slept in the room with the children, and repeatedly struck her with an ax on the head and body. The medical doctors in the hospital in Požarevac established her serious bodily injuries, a broken shoulder blade and cuts from an ax on the head, back and hand. The site investigation was carried out by the investigating judge of the District Court in Požarevac, the Deputy District Public Prosecutor and the Požarevac police team and in the front yard they found the ax which was used for attacking Milica.
A bizarre crime – a man killed his wife because she had not made him a ​​coffee

Radoslav Nezirović (51) from the village Čokot near Niš stabbed his wife Slađana (46) to death with a knife when she refused to make a coffee for him! Radoslav Nezirović (51) from the village Čokot near Niš killed his wife Slađana (46) because she did not want to make a cup of coffee for him! In the presence of his twelve-year old grandson Denis, Radoslav stabbed to death an unfortunate woman! The acquaintances of the Nezirovićs say that Radoslav has abused his wife for years. “He is pathologically jealous. For years, he has been accusing her for alleged extra-marital relationships. She has ill-treated and beat her because he was convinced that she was cheating on him”, says an acquaintance of the family.

A jealous man strangled his wife who had left him
 

Tomislav Petrović (50) from Gornji Milanovac has said to the investigating judge that he strangled his wife Ljiljana (44) because of jealousy. His wife left him on 1st February but Petrović could not stand it and killed her in April.
A fugitive puts his mother-in-law’s hair on fire
 

The prisoner of the District Prison in Zaječar Senad Milovanović doused with gasoline and tried to set on fire the family house of his common-law wife in Padinska Skela. Emina Ademi with her children after being attacked by her common-law husband. Yesterday around 9.30 p.m., Senad Milovanović (30), doused with gasoline and tried to set on fire the house of the Ademi family in Padinska Skela Street no. 94 in Belgrade. He burst in through the window of the ground building, carrying in his hand a small bottle filled with the inflammable liquid and sprayed the curtain of the window through which he had entered. According to the witnesses, he threatened to set the rest of the house on fire, without caring for the lives of his common-law wife Emina Ademi (23) and their two minor children, her third child, Emina’a sister with her child and their mother, Džiba Ademi (41), who were all in the house at that moment. Džiba tried to stop Senad by standing in front of him, but he doused his mother-in-law with gasoline and the flame from the curtain smouldered her hair. Senad ran away only when the neighbours, alarmed by the fire and screaming children, came to help the frightened family. The fire was extinguished quickly.
Family tragedy in Srbobran – an old man slaughtered his wife and then hanged himself

The bodies of the spouses Krsto (84) and Marija (81) Jovanović were found yesterday about 11 o’clock in their house at 25 Svetozara Miletića Street in Srbobran. According to the assumptions of the police, Krsto Jovanović slaughtered his wife with a knife and then hanged himself. The tragedy happened in less than two hours of the absence of their son Đorđe Jovanović (58), who found a horrible scene upon his return. His mother sat at the kitchen table with her throat slit and he found the lifeless body of his father in the auxiliary room in the yard. Đorđe was out for only two hours, during which he went to the market. It was known that his father’s behaviour was problematic and that he was aggressive, but he was already weak and old.

Search for the attacker in Belgrade. A man shot at his former lover out of jealousy

Belgrade – The Belgrade police are still looking for Nebojša Marjanović (50) who is suspected of wounding in the lower back his former lover Jasmina J. (41), two nights ago around 10.15 p. m. in Milorada Draškovića street in front of the building number 120 in the Belgrade suburban settlement Petlovo brdo. Jasmina was provided with medical care in the Emergency Centre, Surgical Department, and according to the spokesperson of the Clinical Center of Serbia Drago Jovanović, her life is not threatened. It is assumed that the motive of attack is the jealousy of Marjanović, with whom Jasmina recently broke an intimate relationship.
He has abused his daughter for years

Dragoljub Šljivić sexually abused his daughter for 11 years, until recently she reported him to the authorities. Paraćin - Dragoljub Šljivić (55) from Striža near Paraćin will be heard today by the district prosecutor in Jagodina. He was arrested on Friday for sexual abuse of his minor daughter M. Š. (16) for many years. The investigating judge of the Municipal Court in Paraćin, who interviewed him on Sunday, ordered his one month-detention. The daughter reported Dragoljub only recently. According to the unofficial sources of Politika daily, Dragoljub got custody of his daughter when his wife Ljiljana left 11 years ago. This monster began to abuse her when she was only five years old.

He was beating his mother and sister

Zaječar. Stefan M. (19) from Zaječar has been arrested for domestic violence. Stefan has been charged with the ill-treatment of his mother Lelica and his sister Mirjana, and also with insulting them and threatening to slit their throats. In the last month, he beat up his sister twenty times! He fisted her on the head and body and threw various solid objects with the intent to hurt her.

A man killed his lover and was sentenced to 10.5 years of imprisonment

Novi Sad. The District Court in Novi Sad convicted Živanko Rajčević (70) to ten and a half years of prison for killing his lover Mara Jovanović (52). On 30th October last year, after a short discussion, Rajčević wounded Mara in the left forearm with a gun. Then he drove the unfortunate woman in his car to the Danube embankment in Futog, where the fight continued. Then, Rajčević took her out of the car, pushed her down to the street and fired three more shots.

Kidnapped for citizenship

Tanja Radisavljević (18), who was the reason for the severe fight that broke out on Thursday between the two Roma families in Belgrade, says that the incident occurred because Slobodan Stanković (18) had kidnapped her in Austria and forcibly transferred her by car to Serbia. Let us recall that three people were injured in a fight between the Radosavljevićs and the Stankovićs, which occurred in Klanički kej street. The clash occurred when Tanja's parents came from Austria to bring her back. They claimed that Slobodan and his father had kidnapped Tanja and moved her forcibly from Austria to Serbia. However, Slobodan and his family claimed that she wanted to marry him and that she came to Serbia for that reason. “That's not true. They wanted to take her by force because she has Austrian citizenship, and Slobodan thought that he would also get it by marrying Tanja”, Tanja’s parents say.

Priest Vlasta keeps threatening

Gornji Milanovac - At the request of the Municipal Public Prosecutor's Office, the investigating judge of the Municipal Court in Gornji Milanovac Milisav Cvetković began the investigation against Vlastimir Zlatić, a parish priest in the Takovo village of Šilopaj, because on 21 April, about 6 p.m., at his home in the village of Šilopaj, he beat up Milka Radivojević (38) from Kruševac, with whom he lived out of wedlock. The consequences of the blows to the head, neck and back sustained by Radivojević were a concussion, broken eardrum, broken teeth and bruises on her neck and back. Apparently, just before giving a statement to the investigating judge, on 18th June and even before that, according to our source, priest Zlatić threatened Milka Radivojević over the phone requesting from her to change her statement.

The killed girl was pregnant
 

Although she suffered beatings and several times returned to her common-law husband, she was not able to escape and save her and her unborn child's life. Pirot – A numerous family Denčić from Krupac near Pirot gathered yesterday around the birthplace of their Jovana (17), who was stabbed to death by her common-law husband Senad Redžić (23) yesterday, on Tuesday, in the premises of the Legal Service of the Social Welfare Centre in Knjaževac. Zorica says that a few weeks ago she was here, tortured, neglected... “I asked her how she lived and she told me that she had a lot of problems and showed me her back bruised from beatings. She told me that he was threatening to kill her.”
A family tragedy in Batajnica. A man killed his wife with a nail

Belgrade - Jasminka Mizdrak (45) was brutally murdered by her husband Novica (43) last night around 6.30 pm in their family house in 28th Nova Street in Batajnica. The killer, a mental patient, first strangled his wife and then pushed an 18-inch long nail into her chest. The emergency team could only record her death. “He has always been very weird. He has not socialised with anyone from the street, but he was not aggressive towards people. However, he has often beaten and threatened Jasminka, and two years ago he was treated in the institution Laza Lazarevic”, says a neighbour who wished to remain anonymous. The investigating authorities, as we unofficially find out, found numerous injuries and bruises on the body of Jasminka, as well as the marks of strangulation.

A man threatened his ex-wife
 
Gornji Milanovac – A police custody was determined for a priest in the Rudnik village of Šilopaj, Vlastimir Zlatić (52), for the suspicion of obstructing and preventing the investigation and endangering public safety. The suspect was held in police custody because in the period 25 April - 1 July he repeatedly threatened Milka R. from Kruševac. The investigation had been initiated previously against Zlatić before the Municipal Court in Gornji Milanovac for inflicting serious bodily injuries on Milka R. The police stated that the suspect asked her to change her testimony on serious bodily injuries caused by him and threatened Milka R. and her relatives.

A tragedy near Svilajnac. A man tried to kill his wife and then poisoned himself

Svilajnac - Đorđe K. (47) from the village Kušiljevo in Svilajnac on Saturday at about 5 p. m., in the nervous disarray, attempted to murder his wife Maja K. (42) in the presence of their minor daughter, and then poisoned himself by drinking the orchard herbicide. The woman is in a serious condition in a hospital in Ćuprija, and the man died in the Clinical Hospital Center in Kragujevac. After a quarrel between the spouses, which took place in the family house in Kušiljevo in the presence of their daughter R. K. (13), Đorđe K. took a knife from the kitchen, knocked his wife to the bed and stabbed her several times. Maja K. managed to escape and flee, severely wounded, to the house of neighbours who immediately called an ambulance. Having seen that Maja had escaped, Đorđe took a bottle of herbicide that he used for spraying fruits and drank the poison.
A bomb activated by jealousy
 

Novi Sad - A family tragedy in the family Perić in Bukovac near Novi Sad, which occurred two days ago, could have been even bigger, but for pure coincidence only its main actor died. According to the sources of Politika daily, close to the investigating authorities, 49-year old Savo Perić activated a bomb in the garage of his family house in this neighbourhood, in the presence of his wife Jela, four years younger, for his jealousy, but it killed only him. Savo Perić, most likely, intended to kill both his wife and himself with the bomb, but although his wife had dozens of shrapnel pieces in her body, she survived the tragedy. The Clinical Centre of Vojvodina informed us that after the necessary surgical interventions, severely injured Jela remains in a serious but stable condition.

One suspect beat his mother, another one his ex-wife

Dobrivoje I. (47) from Garaš near Arandjelovac and Rade I. (48) from Aranđelovac were arrested on suspicion of committing the crime of domestic violence, according to the today's statement of Kragujevac police. As the police stated, Dobrivoje I., on 9th August, about 6 p.m., under the influence of alcohol, after a brief discussion in the family house, punched his mother Z.I. repeatedly and caused her minor injuries. When she started running, Dobrivoje caught her up and tried to hit her with a marble vase, but was prevented by a neighbour. The investigating judge ordered custody for Dobrivoje I. The police also states that on 9th August, two hours after midnight, drunken Rade I., in the presence of six children, first insulted and then hit on the head his ex-wife S.I. who was lying in bed. 

A man killed his wife, then shot himself in the head

Smederevo - Milutin Pantić (59) from Vlaški Dol near Smederevska Palanka shot to death his wife Vladanka (59) from a hunting rifle, yesterday at ten o'clock in the stable of their household, and then attempted suicide by shooting himself in the head. The witnesses state that they had usual quarrels like any other married couple.
A man killed his wife, then shot himself in the heart

The tragedy caused by jealousy in the village Velika Grabovnica near Leskovac. Leskovac - Slavko Stanimirović (47) from the village Velika Grabovnica near Leskovac two nights ago killed his wife Ljiljana (40) by shooting her with a hunting rifle in her sleep, and then shot himself. The tragedy happened one hour after midnight in the bedroom of the spouses.  Slavko fired three shots in his sleeping wife, and then one shot to his own heart. Slavko fought in the wars in Croatia and Kosovo. Although he was nice to his neighbours, he abused his wife both mentally and physically. When he returned from Kosovo, he started drinking and his state deteriorated. The screams of the victim's mother echoed for a long time. "My daughter, just you, God and I know how difficult your life was. I told you to leave him and come to my place, but you wouldn't listen to me. My dearest child, whatever am I going to do without you?"- wailed the unhappy mother.
A man hit his wife on the head with a brick
 

Šabac. On suspicion of having committed a crime of domestic violence, two days ago in Šabac the police arrested Dragan R. (49), resident of that city. He is charged that, in the family house on the night between 29 and 30 August, he inflicted serious life-threatening injuries on his wife V. R. (45) by hitting her head with a brick. The severely injured woman, with the fractured skull, was taken to the hospital in Šabac, and then to the Emergency Medical Center in Belgrade. The suspect Dragan R. also physically abused their son D. R. (23) who, according to our unofficial sources, confirmed to the police what happened during that critical night.

A man killed his wife with a fire extinguisher

Banatski Karlovac. On suspicion of killing his wife Javorka P. (55) with multiple blows on the head with a fire extinguisher, on Sunday, 30th August, the police arrested Zoran P. (42) in Banatski Karlovac. After the crimes, the killer tried to hide the traces of the murder and when the body was discovered, the villagers thought that Javorka was the victim of robbery since she had just arrived from temporary work abroad. An illegally carried gun was also found in the possession of the suspect.
Stabbed in front of the passers-by

The attack in the Belgrade city centre. Belgrade – Rama H. (37) wounded yesterday at 3.20 p. m. his common-law wife Elvira Z. by stabbing her five times with a kitchen knife in the presence of dozens of passers-by who happened to be at the corner of Kneza Miloša Street and Kralja Aleksandra Boulevard in Belgrade. After the attack, the perpetrator fled, but according to unofficial information, he soon turned himself in to the police in a nearby station. “He asked her to return to him and to take care of his children. When she refused, he left angrily. He hid behind the kiosk and waited for her to come to rest,” says one of the boys who washes windshields every day at the intersection near the Serbian Parliament. When Elvira crossed the street, the event that shocked the bystanders took place. As soon as she stepped onto the sidewalk, a man in a blue training suit with a pouch around his waist pulled her by the hair and started hitting her head with his fists. When the woman fell to the concrete, he laid over her, pulled out a kitchen knife and began to stab her frantically. He used to beat his wife in the presence of the child. As Blic has found out unofficially, three nights ago Rama H. also attacked his common-law wife in the family house in Vuka Vrčevića Street, near the Pancevo bridge, when the police intervened. As we have found out, on that occasion he also beat her up in the presence of the minor child.

A pregnant woman attacked with a knife

Zaječar - Miodrag K. (34) from Zaječar, was arrested and taken into custody on suspicion of stabbing with a kitchen knife the left groin of the woman from the same place N. U. (33) on Sunday evening, in his apartment in Đerdapska Street no. 9, thus breaking through the abdominal wall and the outer covering of the uterus of this five- month pregnant woman.

A man stabbed his father to death while protecting his mother

A tragedy happened in the village Jabučje near Lajkovac. Marko J. (18) killed with multiple knife stabs his father Milan Jovanović (42) in the yard of the family house in the village Jabučje near Lajkovac. The conflict between the father and the son took place on Monday about 9 p. m., when the young man tried to protect his mother who was beaten up by Milan. According to the Blic sources close to the investigation authorities, the family tragedy occurred after drunken Milan had beaten up his wife. She then, as our sources say, ran out of the house and tried to get away from the abuser, but her husband caught her up in the yard and continued to beat her. Seeking to protect his mother from further ill-treatment, Marko ran after them out of the house. "The young man tried to defend his mother from the drunken father; first they argued and then they started fighting. At one point, Mark grabbed a kitchen knife standing on a table in the yard and stabbed Milan several times, who dropped dead on the spot,", say the sources of Blic. 

A man killed his son and wife and then committed suicide

Tragedy in the Belgrade suburban settlement Jajinci. The police suspect that Milenko P. (71) today at 4.45 p.m. killed with a gun his son Dragan (48) and his ex-wife Stanka (70) in the family house in Ivanka Muačević Street no. 31 in the Belgrade suburb of Jajinci. According to the first findings of investigation, after killing his son and his ex-wife Milenko P. committed suicide by firing a single shot to his own temples. Milenko, who used to work as a driver in the city transportation company, has abused and beaten his wife for years. He had often clashes with Dragan, who worked as a doorman in the hospital Sveti Sava and a seller on the Banjica market. “Although he treated the neighbours correctly and courteously, he was not like that at home. He divorced from his wife ten years ago, but they never stopped fighting. Once he was even sent to jail because he brutally beat Savka with a stake. Although we all knew what was going on in their home, no one could have guessed that he had a gun and was ready to kill”, Tepšić says.

Crime before love

The biggest village in Vojvodina, Melenci, twenty miles away from Zrenjanin, is overwhelmed with shock after a tragedy - the brutal murder and suicide that occurred on Thursday in the late evening hours. In Lenjinova Street, in front of the house no. 15, the butcher from the village Stojan Kuručev (31) cut the throat of his friend Jelena Ratić (29). He left her body in the street and drove himself in his car to the village forest, more precisely to the park in a nearby spa Rusanda. There he hanged himself.

Murder and suicide in Kotež

A 35-year old police officer Milan Aleksić from Smederevska Palanka has waited early this morning for his common-law wife, 39-year old Jelena Lekić, to get out from the family house in the settlement Kotež. The moment he saw her, he pointed a gun at her and fired three shots. Apparently, three bullets hit Jelena Lekić in the chest and killed her on the spot. When Milan Aleksić killed her, he shot himself in the head. The gun CZ 99 from which he shot is registered as his service weapon. The tragedy occurred in the presence of the 18-year-old daughter of Jelena Aleksić. The murdered woman has two other children from her first marriage. According to the unconfirmed information, the motive of homicide and suicide was Aleksić’s jealousy. In the past few months the victim reported violence to the police stating that Milan Aleksić was beating her repeatedly.

Jealousy for two deaths

Kruševac – A tragedy in Kapidžija near Kruševac. On Monday, about nine o'clock, Snežana Džajić-Ćalić (39) was killed with a gun in her home, by jealousy-driven Anđelko Anđelković (57), who then killed himself with a shot to the head. After the divorce from her husband, Snežana continued to live in her house in Kapidžija. Her son Stefan (19), student of the Faculty of Industrial Management, lived with her. The neighbours and acquaintances of the killed victim say that she met Anđelko and hired him to do some repairs in her house. Since then he started to impose himself on her. She had been refusing him for a long time, but this summer her family found out about their relationship. Snežana complained about Anđelko’s assertiveness, his threats, from the moment when she told him that she no longer wanted to see him.
Pančevo: A man strangled his wife

Pančevo - In the apartment at Braće Jovanović Street no. 7 in Pančevo, Dragiša Ristić (51) on Friday shot dead his common-law spouse Dragana Nikolić (57). After the crime, according to unofficial information, Ristić called the police and turned himself in.

Selected cases from 2010

A man ended the life of his former spouse with a knife

Negotin – Miro K. (61), a native of the Krajina village Jesenice, on Monday in Štubik attacked his ex-wife Nadežda Filipović (58) and fatally wounded her. Then he sat in the car and drove to Negotin to turn himself in to the police. The woman was admitted to the Surgery Ward of Negotin Hospital in the unconscious state where she soon succumbed to injuries inflicted by her ex-husband. “He didn’t even bother turning around to look at her when she fell to the floor after being repeatedly stabbed with a knife in the stomach and chest. He slammed the door and left.”- say Nadeža’s desperate mother Ljubica Srejić (80).

A man butchered his mother with an ax

Sremska Mitrovica – In the bathroom of the family house located in Majke Jugovića Street no. 9, on Monday Ratko Marjanović (46) killed his mother Dušanka (68) with an ax blow to the head. After the tragedy, he called his brother Ljupko and tried to escape, but the police managed to catch him near the crime scene. When his brother Ljupko saw the blood on Ratko’s hands, he immediately suspected that something terrible had happened. He started yelling and then learned of the monstrous crime. He went to the bathroom, where their mother Dušanka lay in a pool of blood and the ax was thrown near her body. Without hesitation, the brother called the police. When Ratko saw the approaching police patrol, he tried to escape arrest with his hands full of blood. He ran down the street and managed to escape around the corner. But he did not move far from the police pursuit. He was overpowered and arrested.

A man killed his wife because she was lazy!

Simo Žižić (56) from Šavnik, who brutally murdered his wife Zlatija (54) and buried her in the yard of the house, told police that he had killed his wife because she had refused for years to do any work  in the household or on their estate. The horrible crime took place on 9 June. After a quarrel with his wife, Simo Žižić took a metal rod and brutally battered and then strangled his wife in the presence of their twelve-year- old son! Then, with the help of his eighty-year-old sister Jelica, he buried the body in the yard of their family house! Simo told neighbours and relatives that Zlatija had disappeared, and 20 days after the crime the police arrested Žižić. That marriage was dominated by intolerance and quarrels.

A man killed his mother for not transferring the property to him?

The relatives and neighbours of late Vladinka Stanković (67) from Batinac claim that her son Dragiša killed her because she had left all the property to her daughter. The old woman was found naked with her head smashed, and Dragiša was taken to custody. Dragiša Vojinović (49) from Ćuprija killed his mother Vladinka Stanković (67) because she transferred all the property to her daughter Slađana, who took care of her, according to their neighbours and relatives! The unfortunate old woman was found naked with her head smashed in her house in Batinac and Dragiša was arrested and taken to custody. This horrible crime took place on Sunday night in the family house in Batinac near Ćuprija.

14 years of prison for the murder of wife

Dusan Badžić (57) from the village Malo Laole near Petrovac na Mlavi was sentenced to 14 years of imprisonment for killing his wife Bojana Badžić (55) in their family house in Malo Laole the night between 4th and 5th of August 2008. In order to cover up the crime, Badžić tied his own hands and feet and said to the police that the robbers had broken into the house, killed his wife and injured him. At the trial, it was established that Badžić fisted his wife in the head and body that night. Then, he put a plastic garbage bag with a ribbon on her head, fastened the ribbon to her neck and chocked her by gripping her neck with both hands.

He chained his mother to a pole
 
Violence near Paraćin. Paraćin – The police of Jagodina filed criminal charges against Slaviša S. (56) from village Svojnovo on suspicion that he was tying his mother V. S. (79) with an eight-meter chain to a pole at the entrance to their family house. He also used a padlock, so that she could not leave the yard. The old woman’s ankle was tied with the chain eight meters long, which was confirmed by the medical doctors who identified bruises on her right ankle. They also established the light bodily injuries of the head, indicating that she fell in the yard. The son used to tie his mother in the morning when he was going to work in the field and he would untie her upon returning home at night. He would lock the chain with a padlock. It lasted seven or eight days, until her grandson (his son) returned from abroad and saw it. During the day she was falling down in the yard. The grandson reported it to the police and the Social Welfare Centre and now he is taking care of her, and as far as we know, he is trying to find accommodation for her in one of the homes for the elderly.

Sentenced to 12 years for murder

Saša Osmanović (39) from a Roma settlement in Pirot was sentenced by the Higher Court in Pirot to 12 years and 6 months of imprisonment for murder and infliction of light and grave injuries. Osmanović was accused for having murdered, with a few knife stabs in the neck and body, his several years younger common-law wife Maja Durmišević in the house of her parents in Radnička Street no. 41 on 6th August last year, after a family argument over money. Saša killed his wife with a kitchen knife, which he used afterwards to assault her parents Edin and Đurđija, who tried to protect their daughter. Maja succumbed to grave injuries on the spot, while her father and mother were transferred to the Hospital in Pirot. During the trial and conducted expertise, it was established that at the time of the attack on Maja, with whom the killer has two children, he was in a state of temporary insanity.
A man strangled the baby that he fathered with his sister

Unprecedented crime in a village in the Municipality of Indjija. An unprecedented crime took place in a village in the Municipality of Indjija when the girl (21) allegedly gave birth to her brother’s (34) healthy male child. The brother then strangled and buried the child in the field. He is suspected to have assisted her sister in the delivery, and when the child was born, he strangled her newborn. It is supposed that the brother wanted to free himself and his unmarried sister from the unwanted child. 
A man was sentenced to 20 years for killing the baby he got with his sister
. 
Mustafa Čaušević (34) from Golubinci near Stara Pazova was sentenced by the Higher Court in Sremska Mitrovica to 20 years in prison for having murdered a newborn male child of Živana Lj. (21), his maternal half-sister. He was the child’s father!

Ksenija and Filip - a tragedy, not a romance

The Marriage and Family Counselling Service of the Belgrade Social Welfare Centre issued a statement related to media reporting about the case of murder of Ksenija Pajčin and subsequent suicide of Filip Kapisoda, saying the following: The case is presented as a tragic love story in which they both equally contributed to their relationship and were equally responsible for what happened. The story is full of controversy, different interpretations, explanations... so that finally we get the impression that it was the only possible ending. We are afraid that in such way the situation is rather mystified, while the story about responsibility and possible different responses is being avoided. In fact, since we are acquainted with the phenomenon of violence in intimate partner relationships, we know that these relationships are often filled with threats, blackmails, isolation, cruelty....and not only with love. This young woman has repeatedly signalled that she was suffering, that she wished to terminate the relationship in which there was suffering, she called the police.... but the reactions of her "significant other" were bringing her back to this relationship. How is it possible that if the neighbourhood/friends knew about their clashes, screaming, banging, demolition ......, they never reacted by reporting or recommending them to address the professional services? How is it possible that the police, which received a complaint and which, within their competences, have the rules for dealing with the cases of domestic violence, did not use several options to prevent this tragic event? When they entered the scene (after the door breaking), they were obliged to determine a 48-hour custody to Filip Kapisoda, bring criminal charges for domestic violence and impose measures of protection from domestic violence. We see that none of it has been done. If we do not respond to violence immediately and resolutely, it will continue reappearing in its more dramatic forms. Unfortunately, this is one of the typical examples how violence is perceived in our culture, to which extent it is denied, presented as normal (in some of its aspects even glorified) and thus supported and maintained. And who can call this love? Hence, what we have seen in this case (in the case of Ksenija and Filip and in a countless number of other cases reported by the media) is no love of Romeo and Juliet, as our turbo folk singers say, but its very opposite - violence, destruction of self and others.

A man killed his former lover and then ended his own life
 
Another unrequited love took two lives. So say the appalled residents of South Banat village Jasenovo, near Bela Crkva, who cannot believe that Milan Njemoga (40), from Vračev Gaj, on Sunday morning, about half past eight, shot his former worker and until recently lover Bogdanka Stević (30), and then ended his own life by firing a bullet into his head. The lifeless bodies of two unfortunate people were found side by side in a pool of blood, in the store Ljiljan that Bogdanka had opened three months before.

Murder and suicide
 

Within the hospital compound in Gračanica, a member of Kosovo Police Service (KPS) S. P. killed his wife B.P. with the service gun and then committed suicide. Thirty-year old S. P. from Gračanica killed seven years younger B. P. who was at her workplace in the hospital, on Friday around 9 p. m.
The bodies of spouses found in the field

Jagodina - In the suburban settlement of Paraćin, called Tekija, the police has found two bodies today, as confirmed to Tanjug by the Police Department in Jagodina. It is a couple Časlav Sokolović (YOB 1958) and Milanka Sokolović (YOB 1963). Časlav Sokolović was a worker of the Serbian Glass Factory. There are indications that this is a case of murder and suicide.

A pensioner has beaten up his wife and then barricaded himself in the apartment!

A pensioner Uroš B. (69) from Belgrade has brutally beaten up his wife Milica and then barricaded himself in a room of the family apartment! The police raided the apartment and arrested the perpetrator! The family drama took place yesterday morning about eight o'clock in the skyscraper located at Vojvode Stepe Street no. 141. Uroš has beaten up his wife. At one point she managed to escape and call the police. Then he ripped the phone out of the wall, pushed his wife into the bathroom and locked it! When the police arrived, he barricaded himself in the apartment and did not want to open the door.

A family tragedy in Paraćin
 

A man killed his wife and then himself. Paraćin – The bodies of Časlav (52) and his wife Milanka Sokolović (47), with bullet wounds, were found yesterday at 10 a. m. in a field of Tekija Hill near the highway Niš-Belgrade. Near the bodies, the police of Jagodina found a gun that belonged to Časlav. Based on the position of arms and body, it is assumed that Časlav first killed his wife and then committed suicide.

A family tragedy in Petrovac na Mlavi

A man killed his wife and then turned himself in to the police. Petrovac na Mlavi - Predrag J. (46) has been suspected of killing his wife Zorica Janković (42) with several shots in the family house in Petra Dobrnjca Street in Petrovac na Mlavi at about 2 p.m. on Saturday. After the crime, Predrag went to report himself to the police in Petrovac. According to the sources of Blic, he shot his wife in the head and body from a gun that had a license for.

Crime out of jealousy in village Dren near Obrenovac
 
A man killed his wife, and slaughtered himself with a knife. Belgrade - Predrag V. (57) from village Dren near Obrenovac killed with an ax his wife Dobrila V. (54) last night in the family house in Muzička kolonija, and then committed suicide. After committing homicide, Predrag V. attempted to take his own life with an ax and then slit his own throats with a kitchen knife, while in the other room his son, daughter-in law-and their four children were sleeping. As Blic unofficially finds out, the motive for murder was Predrag’s jealousy. Dobrila was lying on the bed. She had a huge wound from an ax on the head. Predrag was lying on the floor. He also had a large wound on his face and his throat was slit. A bloody ax and a knife laid beside him on the floor. “We called the police immediately”, - says Janković. A relative of the family says that recently Predrag has often been saying that he would die and he did not want his wife to be with another man.

A man stabbed his wife and himself with a knife
 

Attempted murder in a settlement in Požega. Požega - Ljubo Radovanović (31) from Požega the day before yesterday tried to murder his wife Snežana (37) with two stabs with a kitchen knife and then tried to kill himself by thrusting the blade into his stomach. Ljubo, who divorced twice and whose third wife was Snežana, as Blic finds out, on Friday came home for the weekend from the Valjevo Prison, where he was serving a sentence for non-payment of alimony to his ex-wives, and after a brief absence he was supposed to return to prison yesterday.

A man fisted an old woman to death
 
Arrested Borisav Dimitrijević from Orašac near Aranđelovac - The lifeless body of Zagorka Lazarević (80) was found the day before yesterday on the country road in Orašac near Aranđelovac. The same day, the police arrested Borisav Dimitrijević (54) from the same village on suspicion that he had fisted Zagorka to death in her house, and then dragged her body to the road and left it there to cover up the crime. According to the residents of Orašac, Zagorka and Borisav have been in an intimate relationship for the past thirty years, even though he was 25 years younger than her.

A blind drunk man stabbed his wife with a knife because he could not find a mobile phone

Životije Milošević (52) from Supska, a village near Ćuprija, was arrested for attempted murder of his wife Ljiljana M. He also abused his son and daughter. Životije Milošević (52) from Supska, a village near Ćuprija, was arrested on Tuesday night in the family house on suspicion of attempting to kill his wife Ljiljana (48). After a short quarrel, Milošević attacked his wife with a knife and caused her severe bodily injuries consisting of multiple stab wounds in the chest. “Životije was drunk. They have been married for 30 years and all that time he has beaten and abused poor Ljiljana. The children, son Zoran and daughter Zorica who lives in Belgrade, were not spared either”, - says for Kurir their neighbour, who did not want to disclose his name because he fears Milošević’s ill temper. “The argument this time started due to his drunkenness. He could not find a cell phone so he assaulted his wife and stabbed her with a knife. She had multiple stab wounds and was lying in a pool of blood when the ambulance arrived”, the neighbour testifies. The couples’ son and daughter confirm this bleak story and say that their father has abused them for years.

He tortured and killed his wife with electricity

A horrible crime in Sremska Mitrovica. Sremska Mitrovica - Žarko V. (30) from Sremska Mitrovica is suspected that the day before yesterday, in the afternoon, he murdered his common-law wife Katarina Rančić (34) in a house located at Bosutski put Street no. 43 in Sremska Mitrovica, by choking her, stabbing her with a broken bottle and eventually killing her with electricity. As Blic finds out, the suspect confessed to the crime at the hearing, saying that on Monday afternoon they were fighting for her alleged adultery.

A notorious criminal from Zemun was also ruthless with his wife
 

Kalinić's wife ran away from the monster! The wife of Sretko Kalinić (36), a member of the notorious Zemun clan, left him because she could not tolerate abuse any more, as Alo! finds out. Kalinić's wife Jelena left him a few years ago and returned to her parents' apartment in New Belgrade. According to our findings, Kalinić's wife did not officially divorce him, but lives with her seven-year old daughter and her mother in New Belgrade. Kalinić used to beat his wife savagely, break her arms, and for that reason she fled to her parents. She looked very exhausted and she got rid of him with difficulty. She is a lot younger than he is and she is a nice person. Her father died of grief because of what was happening to her.

A man seriously wounded his wife with a machete

Novi Sad – The Novi Sad police arrested Dobrivoje M. (72) from Kovilje on suspicion that this morning he has tried to kill his wife with a machete, stated the Novi Sad police. They say that in the courtyard of the family house, Dobrivoje M. hit his wife with a machete on the head and body several times, after which the seriously injured woman was admitted to the Clinical Center of Vojvodina with heavy injuries.

A man beat his wife and threatened to kill her because she did not put dinner on the table
 

Miroljub A. (51) from Pružatovac, a village near Mladenovac, was arrested on suspicion of physically abusing his wife, as well as for the illegal possession of firearms and ammunition. As we find out, Miroljub A., angry because his wife had not put dinner on the table, began to hit her and at one point threatened her with a bomb.

Murder and attempted suicide

Vladimir Zorić (35) from Temerin killed yesterday his common-law wife Sanja Cici (33) from Bečej, and then tried to commit suicide! It is possible that the couple had an argument, and that Vladimir first shot his wife and then himself. As we have found out from the neighbours, Vladimir and Sanja lived out of wedlock.

A man doused his wife with gasoline and set her on fire
 

Nova Varoš – Sava G. (44) from Nova Varoš was arrested on suspicion that on Sunday evening, at about 7 p.m., after a brief family fight, he doused his wife Zorica G. (54) with gasoline and set her on fire. Zorica’s life is in danger because of the severe burns on her body. The medical doctors in the Hospital in Prijepolje, where Zorica was given first aid, say that the unfortunate woman has seventy per cent of the body surface covered by the burns of second and third degree: her face, legs, chest and back.

A man killed his mother-in-law with a knife
In Kruševac, on 31 August 2010, a man killed his mother-in-law with a knife and inflicted serious bodily injury to his wife and the father-in-law whose lives are in danger.

A man battered his minor and pregnant common-law wife

E. B. (19) from Kragujevac was arrested on suspicion of having committed a crime of domestic violence and cohabiting with a minor. After hearing E. B., the investigating judge of the Basic Court determined a custody, according to the today’s statement of Kragujevac police. Apparently, E. B. has recently frequently beaten and abused his pregnant minor common-law wife, who was kept at the Clinical Center because of suffered injuries and abdominal pain.

With a hand grenade on his ex-wife and himself

In the settlement Kaluđerica, at Šeste ličke divizije Street no. 9, Mile R. (55)  wounded with a hand grenade his ex-wife Dragica (43) and then killed himself. The former husband burst in the family celebration, dragged his former wife to another room where she managed to break free and escape but he caught her up in the yard, blocked the way and activated a hand grenade that wounded her severely and then ended his own life with the second bomb.

A man killed his wife and then poisoned himself

Kraljevo - Dragana Dasjatnikov (47) from Paraćin died at the Surgery Ward of the Medical Center in Kraljevo soon after 10 p.m. due to multiple stab wounds inflicted on her by Radaša Tasić (47) from Jagodina, as the Kraljevo police believe. The crime occurred in Ruđinci near Vrnjacka Banja and Tasić, as communicated by the police, poisoned himself after the murder and died before his victim passed away in the hospital in Kraljevo.

Homicide and suicide in Kotež

Belgrade - As B92 has learned, in the Belgrade suburban settlement Kotež in Treća Sutjeska Street a homicide and suicide happened. In the yard of a house in Treća Sutjeska Street, a dead woman was found and next to her a man with a gunshot wound on the head, who succumbed to injuries in the Emergency Medical Center. As B92 has learned, 35-year old Milan Aleksić early this morning has waited for his common-law wife, 39-year old Jelena Lekić, to get out from the family house in the settlement Kotež. The moment he saw her, he pointed the gun and fired three shots. It seems that three bullets hit Lekić in the chest after which she died on the spot. Having killed her, Milan Alkesić shot himself in the head. The ambulance that arrived soon to the place of the tragedy, transported Aleksić to the Emergency Medical Center while he was still showing the signs of life. However, upon the arrival to the medical facility, Aleksić succumbed to injuries. The gun CZ 99 from which he shot is registered as a service weapon. The tragedy occurred in the presence of Jelena’s 18-year-old daughter. In the past few months the victim has reported violence to the police, stating that Milan Aleksić has beaten her repeatedly.

Homicide and suicide at the crowded railway station. A bloody goodby at the platform.

M. A. (57) from Ripanj, after a brief fight, killed with a gun his wife, S. V. (57) from Smederevo. Požarevac – The homicide and suicide took place today around noon in front of the railway station in Požarevac when a man killed his wife, S. V. (57) from Smederevo, with a gun, and then shot himself in the head, the police informed Beta.
Selected cases from 2011
The Network of Women against Violence, which since recently consists of 29 women's organisations that provide services to the women who survived male violence in Serbia, warned in early April 2011 that every week the abusers in Serbia killed one woman. In the period 1 January – 7 April 2011, this organisation analysed newspaper articles and concluded that in the specified period, 13 women were killed by men in Serbia. All the victims knew the perpetrator: seven perpetrators were their partners, ex-partners, spouses or former spouses. One woman was killed by her son, one by her father-in-law and one by her son-in-law. Three women were killed by an acquaintance. Three perpetrators committed suicide after the murder. Some of these cases are listed here.
A man killed his ex-wife, three small children lost their mother.
 A crime in Cvijićeva Street in Belgrade.

Tatjana P. (45) has been killed today with a gun shortly before 7 p.m., in front of the building number 82 in Cvijićeva Street in Belgrade, and according to initial reports, the perpetrator is her ex-husband, Boban M. (51). As stated by eyewitnesses, the former spouses were standing in front of the building, and after a short discussion, Boban M. started to shoot. Tatjana P. and Boban M. divorced in February this year. She lived with her three small children, aged 4, 7 and 10 years, in the building in front of which she was killed, in the apartment on the second floor, where the children were at the time of the murder. Boban M. was employed in a security firm, but the gun that he used was private.
A crime in Cvijićeva Street: Uncle has taken over the care of orphans
 

Belgrade - Three small children, the youngest Ivana aged 4.5 years, seven-year old Viktorija and the oldest Andrej, a pupil of the first grade of primary school, whose mother Tatjana P. (45) was killed by her ex-husband, Boban M. (51) with three shots on Saturday in front of the building where they lived, are now being cared for at the Social Welfare Center. According to a neighbour who lives on the floor above this family, a relative of Boban M. from Belgrade soon appeared and expressed his willingness to take care of the children, together with his wife, if the court allowed. The neighbours say that the children of late Tatjana are well-brought-up, smart kids of which both father and mother took equally good care. After the divorce, the father visited them regularly and they were often seen in walks with him.

A man killed his wife and then attempted to commit suicide three times!

In Novi Slankamen near Inđija, Siniša Stanković (37) killed his common-law wife Bojana Pilipović (32) with eight stab wounds in the back and then tried to commit suicide. After committing the serious crime, Stanković tried to end his life as many as three times, but did not succeed in it. Yesterday morning about 10 o’clock, Stanković quarrelled with his common-law wife and then killed her. The neighbours first heard an argument between the spouses, and when they got quite, they did not even suspect that a brutal crime happened in the house. Seriously injured Siniša only late in the afternoon tried to call for help. Stanković was found in the house with two stab wounds in the lower chest inflicted by himself while attempting suicide. When he realised that the inflicted wounds were not deadly, he took a rope and tried to hang himself. When the rope broke, Siniša once again tried to end his own life by hanging. However, this time the rope was not strong enough either, and Siniša fell on concrete and suffered an open fracture of the right leg.

A man chocked his son and then shot himself

The inhabitants of Strelac, a village near Babušnica, are appalled with the crime committed by Goran Ristić. He was in a dispute with his ex-wife over the child’s custody. Babušnica – When the inhabitants of Strelac, a village near Babušnica, were informed by the journalists why on Saturday the Montenegrin citizen Goran Ristić (43) killed himself with a carbine rifle in his father's former house, almost all of them were speechless. They simply could not find the words to express their feelings and condemned the crime committed by Goran. He chocked his ten-year old son Janko in Podgorica and then fled to Serbia, more specifically to the village Strelac, where he took his own life.
The obscured mind does not see the children

The latest in a series of these unfortunate events, occurred on Sunday in the Belgrade Municipality of Zvezdara. Vasilije P. (49), after a heated argument, shot his common-law wife Snežana M. (47) with a gun to the head. Then he directed the weapon to himself and fired two shots into his head. To make it even worse, it all happened in the presence of their two minor daughters, who were continuously crying and screaming. The neighbours somehow calmed down the frightened children and took them from their father’s car to their home where they waited for the police and an ambulance. Something similar happened in the village Duboka near Jagodina, when after activating a hand grenade, three children lost their parents. The former policeman Vladica Maksimović (42), unable to accept the fact that his wife Snežana had left him, threw a hand grenade at the bus where she happened to be on 23rd March. The explosion killed Maksimović and his ex-wife Snežana Bogdanović (41), while the two passengers were seriously injured. Their three children became orphans. Milan R. (55) from Kaluđerica also attacked his common-law wife Dragica K. (43) in the presence of their three-year daughter. Pathologically jealous, he persecuted Dragica after the divorce and threatened that he would first "take her life and then his own." And that is what he did. He broke into her house located in Šesta Lička Street and activated two hand grenades. Milan died on the spot, while Dragica was lucky enough to survive. However, she lost her right hand. The policeman Milan Aleksić is an infamous record-holder when it comes to family murders, in which the victims are children orphaned due to pathological jealousy and unresolved marital relations. In December last year, he killed his common-law wife Jelena Lekić with three gunshots, in the yard of their family house in Krnjača, and then shot himself in the head. Milan and Jelena left as many as seven orphaned children behind.

Divorce almost fatal
 

Another family tragedy almost happened in Belgrade, but it was prevented by the heroic act of Đorđije Perović, a worker of Serbian Railways. On Wednesday around 11:40 a.m. in Savska Street, he grabbed the gun from the hand of Božidar A., a former police officer, who was shooting at his wife Ranka. Božidar A. arrived on Wednesday morning in the Railway Health Center, located at Savska Street no. 23 and called his wife Ranka, who works as a nurse in this institution, to come out and discuss why she had filed for divorce. The conversation between the two spouses in the parking lot of the Center quickly grew into a violent quarrel. A few harsh words were followed by pushing, striking and even strangulation. At one point, Božidar pulled out a gun and pointed it at his wife. Ranka caught his hand, and in this struggle, they fell to the ground and the gun went off. Đorđije Perović, who works as a driver in the Railway Health Center says: “I approached the cars and saw a gun and a man and a woman struggling. I grabbed the weapon from Božidar’s hand and brought it to the security officers.

Mother has been trying for months to find out where her ex-husband is hiding her son
 

Šabac - Tanja Dimitrijević (36) from Pocerski Pričinović near Šabac for several months has trying to find out the whereabouts of her five-year-old son Vuk, and believes that her ex-husband Slavko Mićanović is hiding him with the support and help of his mother Natalija Mićanović. In fact, after four years of marriage, Tanja and Slavko divorced in 2007 and the court entrusted her the custody of the child. Slavko was allowed to see the child two weekends a month and to spend with him 15 days in continuity during the summer. Last year in June, Slavko took the child to his home in Gornja Vranjska, but after 15 days he failed to return the child to his mother. Since October last year, there has been no trace of the child, and the police are not able to find him or his grandmother Natalija Mićanović. Slavko Mićanović refused to talk to the reporters.

A family drama in the Belgrade settlement Zvezdara

A man shot his wife in the head and then he shot himself! Gunfire - After a quarrel in the street, Vasilije Petrović shot his wife Snežana Mijačić in the head, and then fired two shots to his own head in the presence of his minor daughters. The struggle for life - Vasilije and Snežana were transported to hospital in critical condition. Both of them have gunshot wounds in the head, they are in a coma and doctors are fighting for their lives. Vasilije Petrović (49) from Belgrade shot in the street his common-law wife Snežana Mijačić (47) in the head, then fired two shots in his own head, in the presence of their minor daughters! Vasilije and Snežana were transported to hospital in critical condition. The bloody family drama happened yesterday about 5 p. m. in Laze Kostića Street in the Belgrade settlement Zvezdara in the presence of a large number of witnesses. According to our sources, Vasilije and Snežana had a quarrel in the parking lot while they were entering a "Peugeot". He was hitting his wife with a gun. “The family went out of their apartment and went to the parked car. Their daughters, aged 10 and 15 years, sat on the back seat of the car, while the parents remained outside. At that moment, their fight escalated. Vasilije drew a gun from his jacket and began to hit Snežana with the gun in the head. At one point, he put the gun to his wife's head and fired. She fell and Petrović then put the gun under his chin and fired. The bullet pierced his lower jaw and left cheek and he fell, but he got up again and shot himself in the head”, says our interlocutor from the investigation team.

Niš: A divorce sealed with an ax

Having committed a monstrous double homicide, Zoran Milosavljević surrendered to the police. He requested that his elder daughter was brought to the house. The crime scene was covered with blood. Zoran Milosavljević (32), suspected of brutally killing his ex-wife Svetlana Vojinović (28) and her mother Jagoda (61), surrendered to the police on Wednesday night. After a bloody deed in the family house at Cara Konstantina Street no. 28 in the Niš suburban settlement Branko Bjegović, Milosavljević was on the run, and then gave the conditions for a peaceful surrender. It is assumed that Zoran Milosavljević got angry upon having learned that Svetlana had prepared a lawsuit against him for harassment. She also intended to obtain custody of their daughters on the basis of a court decision. The relatives of the unfortunate victims say that in recent weeks Milosavljević has been persecuting her in the street and threatening to kill the entire Vojinović family. He used, as they say, to call by phone late at night and ask to talk to his younger, three-year-old daughter, Aleksandra. And when he was told that she was asleep, he would begin to threaten. He would come to the Vojnovićs’ house even through the night and bang on the window. “While they were married, they lived miserably”, says Vladimir Vojnović. “Zoran was stealing, selling things from the house and my daughter was forced to divorce”.

Double crime in a suburban settlement of Niš

A man killed his ex-wife and his mother-in-law. In the suburban settlement of Niš Branko Bjegović, Zoran Milosavljević (32) killed Svetlana Vojinović (28) and her mother Jagoda (61). Niš - Svetlana Vojinovic (28) and her mother Jagoda (61) were killed on Wednesday, about 4 p. m. in Cara Konstantina Street no. 28 in the Niš suburban settlement Branko Bjegović. As assumed, the women were killed with an ax in their house by Zoran Milosavljević (32), who until a month before the event was married to Svetlana.

A man killed his wife with an ax in her sleep

Leskovac - In the night between Sunday and Monday, about four o'clock in the morning, Dušan Nikolić (70) killed with an ax his wife Velinka (72) while she was sleeping. It happened in the village Bogojevac near Leskovac in the Nikolićs' family house. Dušan then went to the police and reported the murder. Two years ago he also tried to kill his wife, but on that occasion she managed to escape, as B-92 has found out.

A man blew up his wife and himself with a hand grenade
 

A former police officer, Vladica Maksimović, killed Snežana Bogdanović and seriously injured two villagers. The whole tragedy took place before the eyes of their son Aleksa. In Duboka, a village near Jagodina, a family tragedy occurred on Wednesday. Vladica Maksimović (42) killed his common-law wife Snežana Bogdanović (41) and himself with two hand grenades. The explosion severely wounded two other villagers, the spouses Sevdalina (68) and Staniša (66) Andrejić. According to initial police findings, about 2 p.m. at the village bus stop Maksimović was waiting for Snežana who was returning from the city. He was sitting in his car and watching the road nervously. When she got off the bus, he came to her and began to quarrel. Suddenly, he hugged her. When she saw the bomb in his hands, Snežana hit him. The hand grenade fell on the road and she kicked it. However, the grenade rolled beneath the tractor, which was approaching at that moment with Staniša and his wife Sevdalina on it. There was an explosion. Vladica immediately took out the second grenade, pulled the fuse, strongly embraced Snežana and activates the grenade. They died immediately. According to the neighbours, their seven-year-old son watched from the nearby yard the whole tragedy and the death of his mother and father. And will finally anyone be held responsible for professional failure or whatever it is called? According to the villagers and eyewitnesses, Vladica M. has repeatedly abused and threatened Snežana, and recently he was even imprisoned for domestic violence. Only a day before the tragedy, in the Social Welfare Centre in Jagodina he threatened to kill himself, which the Center officially reported to the police. According to the information obtained by Blic daily, after that report, the police brought Vladica M. to a neuropsychiatric examination, but it was assessed that he was not dangerous either for himself or others outside the adequate medical institution and hence he was released.

Mokrin: An angry man cut his wife’s hair

The police of Kikinda filed criminal charges against Radovan T. (31) from Mokrin on suspicion of violent behaviour in the family. The suspect is charged with resolving frequent marital conflicts with fists, but in an uncontrolled outburst of rage, he went a step further. According to the criminal charges, Radovan T. has been beating his wife. During the final assault, he repeatedly punched the woman and inflicted light injuries on her. At one point, he lost control, grabbed a pair of scissors and cut her hair by force. The woman then approached the police for help.

A man killed his wife and then committed suicide

A family tragedy in Međulužje, a village near Mladenovac. Dušan D. (57) killed his wife Ratka D. (51) and then committed suicide tonight about 8 p.m. in the family house in Živojina Mišića Street in village Međulužje near Mladenovac. The police investigation is ongoing and it will reveal the cause of this tragic murder and suicide. Immediately after the murder, he left the house and attempted to hang himself on a tree located in the front yard. His sons, who heard a shot, came and tried to prevent it. However, when he saw them, Dušan D. shot himself in the head.

I shot my wife in the head

Novi Sad – Saša Jaćimović (39) from Sremska Kamenica, suspected of killing his common-law-wife Jasna Kurteš (45), was heard by the investigating judge of the Higher Court in Novi Sad. According to our sources, he admitted to have committed the said crime, but refused to talk about his motives. After having committed the crime, the suspect escaped to Hungary, from where he was extradited on 28 February of the current year.
A man attacked his common-law wife with an ax

Kruševac – The police in Kruševac arrested Elvis Urošević (22) from Čitluk near Kruševac on suspect of committing the crime of attempted murder. According to our sources, after a brief discussion, the suspect hit his common-law-wife Radmila Stanojević (23), from Osaonica near Trstenik, with an ax in the head and then escaped from the crime scene in a taxi. According to unofficial information, Radmila and Elvis lived together out of wedlock with frequent quarrels and violence, which the unfortunate woman could not stand any more and for that reason she fled a few days before to her father and mother’s place in her native village Osaonica. Urošević went to search for Radmila and arrived to the house of her parents. “We saw him getting off a car, but I am not sure whether it was a taxi, and bursting into the yard, opening the gate with the leg. We could hear yelling. They were quarrelling bitterly, but I couldn’t understand what they were talking about. Then Elvis pulled out an ax and hit Radmila straight to the head. He didn't hesitate a bit,” says one of the neighbours who saw what happened.

A family tragedy in Surčin

Belgrade - Four people were killed, including a three-year old, as a consequence of a serious family tragedy that occurred in the Belgrade suburban settlement Surčin. The triple murder and suicide happened in Palih boraca Street, when a man killed his relative, his relative’s son and grandson with rapid fire from a machine gun, and then committed suicide. Cvijan P. (57) from Zvornik committed triple murder and then killed himself. The youngest victim was only three. The tragedy occurred when the killer, 57-year-old Cvijan Papulić from Zvornik, came to the Mićićs’ house. The police suppose that in the basement of one-storey house he found the oldest member of the family, 55-year-old Srećko Mićić and shot him first, and then he killed his son, 29-year-old Srđan, who fought back in order to protect the child, but he was seriously wounded and died on the spot. Lastly, the killer pointed the machine gun to the back of the 3-year-old child who was sitting at the table and having lunch at the time of the murder. After committing the triple murder, Papulić pointed the gun toward himself and committed suicide. Eyewitnesses: Threat preceded the murder. The neighbours say that the motive for the crime was an unresolved dispute. The eyewitnesses state that the murderer announced this murder saying: "I'll kill every male in your family." The two men and the child tried to escape by hiding in the basement, where the killer found them. The machine gun, which was probably used for committing this crime, was found next to the four bodies. A possible motive for the triple murder may be the killer’s revenge against his wife and her family. We have been informed that Papulić’s wife left him recently. The killer could not cope with it, and on several occasions he threatened to kill the male members of her family living in Serbia.

A man has beaten his mother to death!

Bora M. (46) from Sremska Mitrovica was arrested on suspicion of beating his mother Zagorka (75) to death, the police stated. The unprecedented tragedy occurred in Sremska Mitrovica in Vase Pelagića Street, after a long period of unsettled family relationships and arguments. Bora M. (46) is charged that on Saturday, about 6 p.m. in the yard of the family house beat his mother Zagorka, who passed away during the night from the consequences of beating – it is stated in the announcement.

Zrenjanin: Killer lawyer?

The police of Zrenjanin announced on Saturday that they were intensively searching for Branislav Kenjić (49) from Zrenjanin, suspected that on Friday, 4th February, he committed the crime of murder. This lawyer from Zrenjanin, as reported by Novosti, is suspected of killing his wife Jasmina (37) in the family house in Štrosmajerova Street in Zrenjanin. It is unknown what had happened between the spouses until the fatal day. So far, the investigation team has established that the lifeless body of a young lawyer, mother of two minor children, was found in the house soon after 10 a.m. A big kitchen knife was stabbed in her heart and the other one, with a broken blade, was laid next to her. Allegedly, Jasmina left the family home with the children last week.

Ivana Buha: Ljubiša was slapping me in front of my father and our daughter was also watching it
 

A confession of the cooperating witness’s wife 

“Ljubiša Buha Čume started to insult me ​​and then in one moment, he snatched a knife, approached me and grabbed me by the neck with his left hand as if to strangle me, holding a knife in his right hand and waving in front of my face, until at one point he leaned it on my throat. Without looking whether our child was behind him, he threw the knife over his head, and it fell on the child", said Ivana Buha (31), the wife of the first Serbian cooperating witness, to the police on 3 February 2011, as Blic daily has learned exclusively. Ivana Buha: “I suffer constant abuse”. She came alone to the police station in Palilula to report her husband Ljubiša Buha (47) for domestic violence which, according to her, has been going on since they first met, six years ago. “At the very beginning of our relationship, Ljubiša started with psychological and physical abuse, without hesitating to insult me or beat me up in the presence of anyone, in any place or at any time. Since I was constantly abused, I engaged a private neuropsychiatrist Đ. B., who came twice a month to our house”, says Ivana Buha to ​​the police. According to her, Buha opposed it and did not allow her to go to therapy by herself, but he also attended the sessions, insulting both her and the doctor, calling him ignorant. After four months of treatment, he prohibited the therapies with the neuropsychiatrist, who told her that her condition would not change if the husband continued to abuse and beat her up. “Ljubiša did not allow me to go out of the house after the beating and used to lock me up in the room for a couple of days. I have repeatedly tried to talk with him and explain that I could not stand anymore that way of living. 

When I tried to leave him, he would stop me by beatings and threats“, - said Ivana Buha at the hearing and described the incident that happened in July 2010, when she called her father to take her from the Kotobanja complex to the family home in Višnjički venac Street. “Upon my father’s arrival, I started to pack my things and when Ljubiša saw that, he kicked the bag and then pushed me down the stairs, where I bumped my head on the radiator and the top of my head started bleeding. My dad saw all of it, and out of anger and helplessness he was hitting his head on the terrace door, and then went down to the lower floor of the house. Ljubiša then grabbed me by the hair and dragged me into the bathroom where he continued to beat me. I was screaming and calling my father for help, but he did not dare to come“, says Ivana Buha, who then went with her father, but Ljubiša followed and threatened them. She told the police that Buha had beaten and kicked her all over her body five days before their wedding, on 23 October 2010, after which she returned to her parents. And then, she says, her husband would come every day and threaten to kill them all if she did not return. Ivana stated that she returned to him the day before the wedding because he said he would change and because they had already invited the guests. Ivana says that during that period, the police patrol arrived to her parents’ home on her call and advised her on how to file criminal charges, which she failed to do. She has stated in the police station in Palilula that in the last three months, until 3rd February, she returned twice to her parents because Buha was beating her and the last time it happened four days before she went to the police station. Describing the latest incident, she said that their three-year-old daughter was ill and that Buha refused to bring her health card. She called the medical doctors from the private clinic Belmedik, who came to her parents’ house but Buha then burst into the house, began to insult them and ordered them to go out. The last day of reported violence, Buha came with the medical doctor V. B. and ordered her father to go to the pharmacy. Then, she says, he produced the incident, throwing over his shoulder the knife that fell on the girl. “The doctor removed the knife from the child, while Ljubiša pushed me into an armchair and slapped me with his right hand so hard that I can still hear the ringing in my ears. I sat down in the armchair and after a few minutes, with the excuse to go to the bathroom, I called the police”, explained Ivana Buha. “I suffer continuous psychological and physical abuse, my parents and my brother also. I feel threatened and fear for the lives of my parents. I do not want to return to Ljubiša, and I believe that I have neither deserved nor caused such behaviour”, she told the inspectors. 
A man killed his daughter-in-law by stabbing her in the chest

A tragedy in the village Polatni: Milutin Stevanović killed Milka Car after a fierce family fight. The police of Požarevac arrested Milutin Stevanović (84), from the village Polatna near Žabari, and filed criminal charges against him on suspicion of having killed on Sunday his son’s common-law wife Milka Car (63), a citizen of Croatia. According to the information from the Požarevac police, the crime happened after a family fight about the unresolved property issues. At one point, the suspect pulled out a knife and repeatedly stabbed his daughter-in-law in the chest. Milka Car died immediately. After committing the murder, the suspect went to Požarevac and turned himself in to the police about 8 a.m. The investigating judge of the Higher Court in Požarevac began the investigation. After the site investigation and interrogation of the suspect, the judge will decide on custody.
CRIMES. This is the third homicide in the last five and a half years in the Municipality of Žabari. The first occurred in July 2005 in the village Mirijevo, when Vlasta Petrović (53) beat to death his 18-month old stepson, Stefan Grujić, for which he was sentenced to 15 years of imprisonment. The next crime took place in Simićevo, in January 2006, when Mališa Milenković (51) killed with a knife Kristina Miloradović (13). He was sentenced to 40 years in prison. So far, there has been no official data on the motive of this tragedy. According to the inhabitants of Polatna, Milutin was considered to be a good and peaceful man, who did not come into conflict with anyone. However, since a year ago his son entered into the common-law marriage with Milka Car, frequent discussions began in their home. “Milutin's son, who has worked abroad for years, has two adult sons from his former marriage, but they left village a long time ago. The grandparents had taken care of them for years. When a year ago the son of Milutin remarried, we heard that a new bride would often begin discussions over property and inheritance, which Milutin could not easily tolerate“, say the suspect’s neighbours.

Body of the mother of five found in the woods. A man strangled his wife with a shoelace

Belgrade - Šeribana Ibić (42) from Belgrade was found dead yesterday at 7.30 a.m. in the woods near the Belgrade-Zagreb highway and near the Clinical Center Bežanijska kosa. Her common-law husband with whom she has five children, Hambija Berišaj (44), was arrested on suspicion of strangling with a shoelace Šeribana Ibić the evening before. The alleged motive of the crime is jealousy because Berišaj claimed to have found his wife kissing with his best friend!

Crime out of jealousy: a man strangled his wife who cheated him with his best friend

Hambija B. (44) from Belgrade strangled with a shoelace his wife Šeribana I. (42) in the woods in Bežanijska kosa. Hambija killed his wife because he was convinced that she was cheating him with his best friend. Hambija B. (44) from Belgrade strangled with a shoelace his wife Šeribana I. (42) because she was cheating him with his best friend!

Šabac: A man stabbed his wife, his mother-in-law and his wife’s brother

The Šabac police arrested on Tuesday Uglješa M. (57) from Pocerski Pričinović, who is charged with attempted aggravated murder. 

ŠABAC – Šabac police arrested on Tuesday Uglješa M. (57) from Pocerski Pričinović, who is charged with attempted aggravated murder. The day before, in the village Zablaće, he injured with a knife his wife B. M. (57), her ​​mother S. S. (82) and her brother Borislav S. (57). The attack occurred about 3 p.m. on Sunday, when Uglješa burst into the family home of Borisav S. After a heated discussion, the infuriated husband pulled a knife on his wife and mother-in-law inflicting on them minor injuries. While trying to defend his mother and sister, the host was stabbed in the heart area and received an injury of pleura.

Police arrested their colleague Dragan Zlatanović, a psycho cop who beat the hell out of his wife!

The New Belgrade police arrested Dragan Zlatanović called Struja, the inspector of the MoI’s Criminal Police Department, for inflicting grievous bodily injury on his common-law wife D. K. (32), also a police officer. According to our sources, Zlatanović has held the unfortunate woman for three days in their apartment, tortured and beaten her with his legs, fists and with his service gun ... D. K., who works in the police station in New Belgrade, was admitted to the Emergency Medical Centre where she came accompanied by her relatives the night before last, with three fractures of limbs, bruises covering half of her cheeks, with both arms in plaster and in a bad mental condition. She said that Zlatanović had beaten and abused her for three days and that her colleagues from the station had come to help her. The patrol of New Belgrade entered on Monday around 7 p.m. the flat of their violent colleague and handcuffed him, while the medical doctors examined D. K. and established the signs of physical and psychological abuse.
A man beat his pregnant wife in front of their nine-year old son
 

Kragujevac – The Police Department of Kragujevac has announced today the arrest of T. T. (48) from Aranđelovac on suspicion of having committed a crime of domestic violence and noted that he is a recurrent perpetrator. As stated in the announcement, T. T., on 11 January this year, visibly drunk, after a brief discussion in the apartment, began to beat his common-law wife in the ninth month of pregnancy, and he also grabbed their nine-year old and threw him on the bed in the living room. T. T. dragged his wife by the hair in front of the child and hit her head on the cabinet and the wall, after which he knocked her to the floor and continued to beat her, according to the statement saying that the unfortunate woman on that occasion suffered minor bodily injuries.
Bor: A man beat his wife to death

The autopsy confirmed that Ljerka Kovačević was murdered. She was killed in the presence of her baby. Her common-law husband is a suspect. The autopsy of the body of Ljerka Kovačević (38), which was found last Saturday in the apartment number 17 at the address 28 Dobrivoje Radosavljević Bobi Street, unambiguously confirmed that the unfortunate woman was killed. The suspect is her common-law husband Veljko Živadinović (32), who fled the scene after the crime with their sixteen-month old daughter, but the police found him a few hours later. Apparently, Živadinović, who is known to the police as drug abuser, beat up Ljerka on several occasions before the fatal day. According to our information, the numerous bruises discovered during the autopsy on the body of the unfortunate woman confirm that he used to beat her up before.

Murderers and abusers who are close acquaintances of the victims
Selected cases from 2009

Two young men raped and beat an elderly woman to death

Solved the crime that happened near Ljubovija. Only a day after finding the lifeless body of Milena Savić (77) at her home in Podnemić near Ljubovija the day before yesterday, the police arrested Ivan Đ. (19) and minor D. M. (17) from Belgrade,  suspected for murdering the old woman after having raped and beaten her. It was obvious that the old woman was tortured, beaten on the hands and head, and her skull was fractured. Later it was found out that she was also raped. There were traces of blood on the walls and glasses and the cigarette butts were all over the place. A plenty of traces that the killers left in the house allowed the police to find quickly the suspects of this atrocious crime. Suspicion immediately fell on Ivan Đ. and minor D. M. who came the day before the murder to the D.M.’s family cottage.
Arrested for committing a crime in Trstenik – A drunken man killed his wife’s friend

	


The police of Kruševo arrested on Saturday Miodrag Radojičić (55) from Trstenik, suspected for killing with one gunshot, on that day at 10 a.m., Olga Petrović (57) from the Grabovac near Trstenik, who was going out of the yard of his house in Čajkina Street no. 42. At the time of the murder Radojičić was drunk and the breathalyser showed that his blood alcohol level was 1.88. When she saw that the quarrel between the spouses was not ceasing, Olga Petrović got up, left the house and went towards the backyard gate. For some reason known only to him, Miodrag Radojičić then pulled out a gun, for which he had a licence, approached Olga Petrović and shot twice at her. One bullet hit the unfortunate woman, and she fell down.
A lecher from the neighbourhood!

Kikinda – The police filed criminal charges against Tibor F. (45) from Rusko Selo near Kikinda for prohibited sexual acts against a 15-year-old girl, whom he hugged and kissed in his family house asking her to have sex with him! Tibor lured the girl, who lives in the neighborhood, as we have found out unofficially, by threatening to disclose to her parents that she was smoking cigarettes! Without expecting his immoral intentions, she agreed to come to his house, but she immediately regretted it. The lusty neighbour immediately jumped on her, asking her to lie in bed with him, which she refused with disgust. When she returned home, her father noticed that she was visibly upset and that something was wrong with her. When she told him what had happened, the man called the police. According to unofficial information, Tibor F. is married, has children and he is not known to the police for similar crimes, and the girl is from a disadvantaged family.

Selected cases from 2010

A man killed his neighbour and then himself!

Milan Kojadinović (55) from Zaovina on the mountain Tara broke into the house of Danka Lazić (41) in a drunken state and attempted to rape her. When Danka tried to escape, he shot a gun at her and then committed suicide. Milan Kojadinović (55) from the village Zaovina on the mountain Tara killed his neighbour Danka Lazić (41) and then committed suicide! As Press finds out, drunken Kojadinović broke into Danka's house and tried to rape her. When she tried to escape, Milan shot her into the chest, and then returned home and fired a bullet into his mouth! The tragedy happened on Monday in the hamlet Bare of village Zaovine on Tara. At 3.30 p.m. Kojadinović came to the house of his next-door neighbour Danka Lazić, a mother of four.

Murder and suicide near Kušiljevo

A man threw his acquaintance into the well and then hanged himself. Svilajnac – The police of Jagodinska found yesterday the lifeless body of Radica Stamatović (50) and Dragoslav Gvozdić (56) from Svilajnac. The woman was found in a well on the way to the village Kušiljevo, on the Hill of Svilajnac, and the man was found in a rented house in Ibarska St. No. 41 where he hanged himself.

A horrendous crime in Ćuprija – horror
 

A man killed the girls and then looked for them with their relatives? Toplica Marković (30) was arrested on suspicion of killing his ex-girlfriend Ivana Stojković (26) and Biljana Obradović (19) from Krušar near Ćuprija on Easter! A few hours after the crime Toplica joined the relatives who were searching for the missing girls! Toplica Markovic (30) from Krušar near Paraćin was arrested on suspicion of having murdered on Easter his former girlfriend Ivana Stojković (26) and her friend Biljana Obradović (19), both from Krušar! A few hours after the crime, Toplica joined the relatives who were searching for the missing girls and pretended to be very depressed! 
The suspect told the police that he had committed the double murder.
 “I took my father's gun and waited for them in the street”. Ćuprija – “I also killed Biljana because it was her fault that Ivana did not want to reconcile with me”, Toplica Marković (30) told the police. He is suspected of killing with gunshots his ex-girlfriend Ivana Stojković (26) and her friend Biljana Obradović (19) on Easter. The weapon used to commit the double crime, as Blic learns, was found yesterday in the chimney of the suspect’s house in the village Krušar, a few hours before the two girls had been buried.

Old woman beaten to death

A woman residing in Požarevac was murdered in her home. The robbery has been excluded as a motive for the crime so far, because the old woman was poor. POŽAREVAC - Vida M. (83) was found dead Thursday afternoon in her home in Požarevac in Skopljanska Street, where she had lived alone for years. “The serious and fatal injuries were identified on the old woman’s head”, said on Friday the police in Požarevac. “Only after the autopsy, we will know the exact time of death and how the crime was committed”.

Čoka – The police from Novi Kneževac and Kikinda,  have rapidly found and arrested two juveniles M. L. (17) and R. L. (15) from the village Siget near Novi Kneževac, who are suspected of having caused the death of villager Irena Mesaroš (79). According to the police statement, in the yard of her family house, they inflicted on her serious injuries which caused her death. An old woman Irena Mesaroš from Siget near Banatski Aranđelovac, the Municipality of Novi Kneževac, was found yesterday morning in the front yard of her family house in Žarka Zrenjanina Street. The neighbour Dušan Stevanov found the butchered lifeless body of this old woman in a pool of blood on the concrete in the area between the entrance to the courtyard and the doorstep, shortly after 5 p.m. Already in the morning, the police arrested two minor neighbours, aged 15 and 17 years, living in the same street across the road, reasonably suspected for having committed aggravated murder. The criminal charges were brought against them and they were brought before the investigating judge of the Higher Court in Zrenjanin on suspicion of committing aggravated murder. According to unofficial sources, one of the brothers at the hearing admitted that he had committed the crime.

A man butchered a woman for 350 euros

Nenad G. (33) waited in ambush for his neighbour Cveta Simeunović (64), and then tortured and killed her with a knife, robbed her house, locked the door and walked away. Obrenovac – A man killed his friend's mother! Nenad G. (33) from Obrenovac was arrested on suspicion of stabbing his neighbour Cveta Simeunović (64) at her family home in Stubline on Friday. “We were sitting together and drinking, and you killed my mother”, echoed yesterday the cries of Cveta’s son Radovan (37), while the arrested man was describing the monstrous crime to the police.

A man sledgehammered his boss

A doorkeeper, Miloš Miljković (24), has been suspected for the brutal murder of his colleague Suzana Cvetanović (33) who worked in the cold storage of the company Carska jabuka. Miloš Miljković and his colleague Dejan V. were on duty the night between 14th and 15th March. After the shift they waited for a colleague. They had a coffee together. Dejan V. went home and Miloš stayed with Suzana to check the hall. Suzana did not accept his request to change the shift because he celebrated his birthday that day. There was a heated discussion. The doorkeeper sledgehammered his colleague on the head attacking her from the back; she stumbled and fell on the stairs. She employed the killer. Miloš began to work in Carska jabuka on 28 February, when his victim Suzana Cvetanović hired him on the recommendation of her friend. The suspect and the victim had known each other shortly. The investigation authorities will establish the motive of the crime. When Suzana asked him "why," he responded with a series of six or seven strikes. In the following few minutes, while he was washing his bloody hands and the hammer under a tap, he realised that there was no return. He went back to the victim who was still showing the signs of life, and hit her three more times.

Killed for rent

On Friday, Dragica Krunić (56) from Šabac was killed with multiple knife stabs in the neck and chest by her mad tenant Vlada Mijatović (37), who then set the house on fire! The crime occurred about 11 a.m. at the corner of streets Vojislava Ilića and Hilandarska, near the hospital, and the unfortunate woman was found by the firefighters in a pool of blood. The police and an ambulance arrived quickly at the crime scene, but the doctors could only confirm her death. Dragica lived with her sons – university students Srboljub (22) and high-school student Bogdan (18). As a devoted mother, she provided for the education of her sons and made their ends meet by renting a room. A neighbour: “We knew that Dragica had a problem with the tenant. He doesn’t pay regularly and will not go away. We advised her to call the police. He was supposed to vacate the room on 24th May and look what has happened today. We are all shocked to see how brutally she has been killed.”
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
